• HB 1859, relating to the regulation of air conditioning and refrigeration contracting, 

including eligibility for an air conditioning and refrigeration technician registration or 

certification; 

• HB 3579, relating to the regulation of massage therapists and massage establishments by 

the Texas Department of Licensing and Regulation and political subdivisions; and 

• HB 4446, relating to certain licensing and permitting requirements for game rooms; 

authorizing an occupational permit or license; authorizing a fee
