• Cancer Prevention: Identify and recommend ways to address the growing impact of 

cancer on Texans by evaluating state investments in cancer prevention and screenings 

including, but not limited to, “CT,” “MRI”, and “PET” scans. Study and make 

recommendations on funding adequacy for prevention efforts at the Cancer Prevention 

and Research Institute of Texas (CPRIT).

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• Health Insurance: Examine the Texas health insurance market and alternatives to 

employer-based insurance. Identify barriers Texans face when navigating a complex 

health insurance market. Make recommendations that help individuals obtain health care 

coverage.

Specifically, make 

recommendations for any legislation needed to improve, enhance, or complete 

implementation of the following: 

o Senate Bill 25, relating to support for nursing-related postsecondary education, 

including scholarships to nursing students, loan repayment assistance to nurses 

and nursing faculty, and grants to nursing education programs.
